A 90-minute presentation in two halves of wildlife and landscapes taken on an Australian Road Trip of 10,000Km and a short visit to New Zealand.
“My Lockdown Garden 2020”

An 80-minute presentation in two halves showing what can be achieved in a small urban garden and catalogues in chronological order what I was able to photograph without going out.
